This year, the celebration also coincides with the Feast of the Conversion of Saint Paul, marking the
end of the Week of Prayer for Christian Unity. Just as the Word transformed Paul on the road to
Damascus, it continues to call Christians today to open their hearts and share the Gospel with the
world.
